Appl eCol or Conposite Nonitor
There is a switch behind the front access door that turns the Conposite Monitor
to a green character on bl ack background display. This will help the displayed
i mage to appear nore clearly.

Additionally, the Apple I1GS Control Panel has the Monitor CDEV for selecting
color or nonochrone nonitor. This may help if you're using the Conposite
Monitor in the single-color node. This setting affects only the conposite
output of the Apple I1GS. This is the only nmethod we know for setting the
Apple 11 GS to nmonochrome node.
