Ile (one with every interface slot filled) draws too nuch power and that
you should install a higher-capacity power supply. However, we have not
found that to be the case. Instances of supposed excessive power drain can
usual ly be attributed to a damaged | ogi ¢ board, power supply, or interface
card. A fully functional unit should not need a power supply upgrade.
