Switch 2-6 of the dip switches |ocated inside the printer
(underneath the printhead) should be set in the ON position for 7-bit data,
which allows the printer to function correctly with Appl eWrks and BASI C and
nost ot her prograns.

NOTE: |If you plan on using the graphic capabilities of this printer, you nay
have to change the 2-6 switch back to the OFF position for an 8-bit data

format.
