To dispense with any electricity that may stray fromthe circuits in the unit,
conputers are electrically grounded, which lets this excess electricity pass
fromthe systemthrough the case of the conmputer itself. This flowto the
grounded case is called current |eakage.

Wil e current | eakage in Apple conputers is usually low, this flow of
electricity to the grounded case nay be high enough to disturb equipnent that is
important to a patient's stability or to generate a spark that could ignite an
expl osion in an oxygen-rich environnent, |ike an oxygen tent.

Conputers used in a hospital environnment have different current |eakage
acceptabl e |l evel s under different circunstances, such as non-patient use,
pati ent nonitoring, and patient connection

Current | eakage is nmeasured in mcroanps (pa) and occurs between the hot or
positive ACIline and the green wire (ground).

Situation Current Leakage Acceptable Levels (pua)
Non- pati ent office work | ess than 500
Pati ent nonitoring | ess than 100
Connected directly to the patient | ess than 10

These requirenments are for the safety of both hospital personnel and patients.

The maxi mum current | eakage allowed by the UL specification is 0.5 mllianps
(ma). Apple Conputer nonitors neet this UL specification
