The newer 1MB | ogic board of the newer Apple |1 GS does indeed use |ess
power than the previous 256K |l ogic board. It is not necessarily the RAM
chi ps that stay powered, but the several CMOS chi ps and capacitors on the
logic that retain the voltages. There is no solution for your problem
other than to fully expand the nenory with a RAM card to create nore of a
power drain -- or, as you have discovered, |eave your 1MB conputers off for
the 30 seconds after you have a crash
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
