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GS/OS: How To Install Drivers And Other Devices

The SYSTEM DI SK (included with Apple I1GS SystemDisk 4.0 -- GS/0S), does not
contain the drivers for a 5.25-inch or SCSI drive. Wthout these drivers
installed, the system cannot access the 5.25-inch or SCSI drive.

To install these (and other) drivers:
1. Create a start-up disk and nake a back-up copy.

| MPORTANT: Do not run the Installer programon your original start-up disk.
Al so, do not install GS/OS on a third-party application disk.
The application may work only with the original Systemfiles.

2. Run the Installer program (on the SYSTEM TOOLS disk) so that it installs
drivers on the back-up copy of the start-up disk

3. Select "Apple Disk 5.25" for the 5.25-inch drive.
4. Select "SCSI Hard Disk" for the SCSI drive.
