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The m ni mum configurations for GS/OS 6 are the same as for 5.0.4, although
increasing RAMto 2MB will provide better performance. W don't have
configuration information for the specific cases you nmentioned. However,
publ i shed information about GS/OS 6.0 system requirenents provides the
followi ng infornmation:

St andal one Apple 11 GS System 6 software requires an Apple I1GS
personal conputer with at [east 1MB of RAM ROM version 01 or 03 and
one 3.5-inch disk drive, although configurations of 2MB of RAM and a
hard drive is reconmended for optimal perfornmance. Networked systens
require Apple I1GS conputers with at |east 768K RAM ROM version 01
or 03 and appropriate Local Tal k cabl es.

Exact menory requirenent definition is rather dynanmic because (like the
Maci ntosh OS) you can add a variety of extensions. This nakes the size of
the GS/OS System file grow and shrink

Custom ze the installation to allow a |arger Avail able Menory area and
reduce the System area. The "Easy Update" installs drivers that you may
not use, such as Appl eDi sk5.25, SCSI. Manager, SCSIHD.Driver. Not
installing these woul d provide an additional 37K of Available Menory. You
can add another 23K to Available Menory by renoving all the installed
CDEVs; the ROM based Desk Accessories can handle the functions of the Easy
Updat e CDEVSs.

HyperCard GS requires 1.5MB of RAMto run on the Apple II1GS.
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
