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e Use "?" for the ldentify button.
» Use the Right Arrow key for the Device button
e Use Command-M for Mark files, and Conmand-U for Unmark files.

EASY ACCESS

On the 1 Megabyte Apple I1GS (ROM 3), and on ROM 1 conputers when Speci al
Ai ds: Easy Access is installed, you can control the nouse fromthe keypad.
Press Command- Shift-C ear to enabl e keyboard nouse control; press Cear to
disable it.

Whi | e keyboard nmouse control is on, keys on the nuneric keypad control the
nouse pointer. The 5 key is the nouse button, and the keys surrounding it
(1-4 and 6-9) allow horizontal, vertical, and diagonal novenent.

To make each press of a direction key nove the pointer in |arger increnents,
type * followed by a digit from1l to 9 (*1 or ** returns to normal).

Press the 0 (zero) key to lock down the nouse button until you press the
Peri od key.

Sticky Keys

On the 1 Megabyte Apple 11GS (ROM 3), and on ROM 1 conputers when Speci al
Ai ds: Easy Access is installed, you can use Sticky Keys to press nodifier
keys in sequence instead of all at once. The nodifier keys are Shift,
Command, Option, and Control.



To turn Sticky Keys on or off, press and release Shift five tinmes in a row.
When Sticky Keys is on, every nodifier key you press and release is

consi dered pressed for the next non-nodifier key press. To |lock down a
nodi fier for a series of key presses, press and release the nodifier tw ce
inarow (To turn off a locked nodifier, press it three tines in a row.)

Sticky Keys automatically turns off if you press a nodifier and non-nodifier
key at the sane tine.

Easy Access requires an ADB keyboard and therefore doesn't work on a
converted Apple Ile.
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
