For ol der (pre-1MB Apple I1GS conputers) you can, under ProDCS 16 and
GS/OS, intercept the interrupt created by the Control Panel access
keystroke. For these computers, you need to wite an interrupt handl er
that accepts the Control Panel interrupt and di sposes of it.

Wen a ProDOS 8 application is executed,
ProDOS al so is executed, and, in the process, the INITs of ProDCS 16 or
GS/ CS are not active until ProDOS 16 or G5/ OS is executed again.
