VWhen Appl eWrks runs, it starts by allocating nost of the first 64K bank and
portions of the second 64K for itself. The rest of the menory remains free,
avai | abl e for expansion by the Appl eWwrks desktop and t he RAMDI sk.

Therefore, the anpbunt stated by AppleWrks as 'nK free' is the sum of
- the nmenory not allocated by the nenory manager
- plus the menory al ready owned by Appl eWrks

- less the menory owned by Appl eWorks but occupi ed by docunments currently
on the desktop.

As Appl eworks runs, this nK of free space gets consuned either by
Appl eWor ks, by the RAMVD sk, or by add-on accessory prograns.

Appl eWrks all ocates nenory to:

- files that appear on the desktop

- portions, or all, of the Appl eWrks program
- free space

As in all earlier versions, AppleWrks renoves portions of itself fromits
portion of RAMif the menory is needed to store data files.
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
