When I print from AppleWorks 1.1 to my Scribe printer the second paragraph
always prints with the wrong indentation. Why does this happen?

DISCUSSION ------------------------------------------------------

When you print an AppleWorks 1.1 file using the Scribe printer, the first
paragraph always prints with an indentation of 5 spaces, as it should. If,
however, the second paragraph prints without the proper indentation, check to
see whether justification is set to FULL JUSTIFY. If not, set the justification
to FULL JUSTIFY and then try again. This problem has been corrected in later
versions of AppleWorks.
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
