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The followi ng instructions are valid for AppleWrks versions 1.3 and 2.0;
earlier versions of AppleWrks have not been tested with these

nodi fi cati ons. These changes support both the LaserWiter and the
LaserWiter Plus.

You first create an Appl eWrks programdisk with all the files required to
print Appl eWrks docunents to the LaserWiter and thereupon you test the
di sk by printing a documnent.

Then you can create a bootable disk that effectively reduces the nunber of
manual steps needed to prepare the systemfor printing your Appl eWrks
docunments to the LaserWiter.

Creating a program di sk:

Using the System Uilities program

-- Nanme a di sk /APPLEWORKS. For this set of instructions, we'll say the
disk is a single 3.5" disk.

-- Copy all files fromthe master AppleWrks disk to the single 3.5"
di sk you have nanmed / APPLEVORKS.

-- Put away the master Appl eWorks di sk
-- Delete the old version of ProDOS 1.1.1 from your /APPLEWORKS di sk.

-- Copy the new version of ProDCS, P8, fromthe Apple I1GS System Di sk
to your /APPLEWORKS di sk.

-- On your AppleWrks disk, rename P8 with the nane PRODCS.

-- Copy the following files fromthe Apple 11 GS System Di sk to your
/ APPLEVORKS di sk:

Printing a docunent with Appl eWrks and the LaserWiter:

You need only do steps 3a through 3f once; after that, the disk has
t he necessary infornmation.

1. Plug the AppleTalk cable into the printer port on the back of
the Apple I1GS.

2. Change the Control Panel Slot settings to "Your Card" for Slot 1
and to "Built-In AppleTal k" for Slot 7. (Note: If you have the
newer nodel Apple I1GS with 1MB of RAM on the | ogic board, set
Slot 7 to AppleTalk and EITHER slot 1 or slot 2 to AppleTalk.)

3. Tell ApplewWrks howto send information to the LaserWiter:

a. Start up Appl eWrks and choose Ot her Activities fromthe
Main Menu (item #5).

b. Choose Specify information about your printer(s) (item #7).
c. Choose Add a printer (item #2).
d. Choose Apple ImageWiter.
e. To nane the printer, type "LaserWiter" and press Return.
f. Choose Slot 7.

5. dick on LASERARI TER and choose the LaserWiter to which you want
to print.

LaserWiter has been powered off since the last tinme the | VVEM program was
downl oaded, the AppleWrks programw ll not print to the LaserWiter.



A probl em surfaces when a network only has one Appl eTal k device avail abl e at
the tine of a Chooser boot. The very first tine you boot the Chooser and
select the LaserWiter, it will downl oad the enul ator and everything will
work fine. The problemstarts when the Chooser saves the user nane and | ast
sel ected printer to disk: when you re-run the Chooser, the one and only
LaserWiter is already selected and won't let you click on it again to
re-downl oad the I mageWiter Enul ator.

This has been fixed in Chooser 1.1. The only AppleTal k device that is
avail able allows you to 're-click’ on it to |load the ImageWiter Enul ator.

Creating a bootabl e disk:

To run the Namer, Chooser, or AppleWrks at boot time, create the sinple
startup program bel ow and copy it to the disk. Follow the file copying
instructions above in "Creating a programdisk,"” and then:

1. Using the System Uilities

-- Copy the file BASIC. SYSTEM fromthe Apple |1 GS System Di sk
to your Appl eWsrks disk.

-- On your Appl eWwrks disk, rename the file called
APLWORKS. SYSTEM t 0 APLWORKS

-- Exit to BASIC
