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Sending AppleWorks Word Processor Filesto the Macintosh

By printing a text file through the printer port, you can send an Appl eWrks
word processor file to the Maci ntosh. You can make the text file by selecting
the disk drive as the "Printer" in the "Specify Printer Information" section

You may have sone problens with the conmuni cati ons program you are using on
t he Maci ntosh. For instance, MacTernminal will ignore all characters past the
80th character if it does not receive a carriage return (in fact, this was
the reason for the change in AppleWrks 2.0). Mcrosoft Wrks requires that
you enter a "Capture Text" node; otherwise, it will receive just one page of
i nformation.

AppleWorks 1.3 or earlier will print the file to a text file with carriage
returns at the end of every paragraph. After it is in a text file, you can
use a termnal program such as Access Il, to send the file over the nodem
line. If you do not have a communi cati ons program then the foll owi ng snal
BASI C program shoul d suffice:
