CLARI S Tech Support is telling their custoners to save the files as ASCII text
for Works-to-Wirks to function as expected. As long as no new features are
used, AppleWrks 3.0 saves files created in ol der versions of the software in
their original format. Once a new feature is used, the creator type is changed
and is no |longer readable by older software. This is intentional and is neant
to avoid "confusing" the old software when trying to deal with the results of a
new feature.

Agai n, CLARI S suggests saving the file in ASCIlI formfor reading into previous
