The best way to transfer data files froman Apple Ile to a Maci ntosh, and vice
versa, is to use Apple File Exchange (AFE) or Maci ntosh PC Exchange. However,
AFE requires that the Apple Il data first be put on 3.5" disks. If that isn't
feasible, there's another way:

1. Connect the serial ports of the two conputers, using a Macintosh
Imgewriter cable. In the case of the Apple Ile, the connection is made
a Super Serial Card. The Apple Ilc, Apple IIGS, and all Macintosh
conputers have built-in serial ports.

2. Point the junper block on the Super Serial Card to MODEM

3. Run Access Il (or conparable application) on the Apple Il and
MacTerm nal (or conparabl e application) on the Mcintosh.

4. Set one systemup to send a file and the other to receive a file. Make
sure both systens are set for the sanme baud rate, data bits, and so
forth.
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
