
Apple IIGS: RAMDisk Hides Second 3.5 Drive from Pascal 1.3

When using Pascal 1.3 on an Apple IIGS with two 3.5" drives and a RAMDisk
active, the second 3.5" drive can't be accessed. Here's why: using the
RAMDisk causes the Apple IIGS SmartPort firmware to move the second drive to
slot 2, drive 1. Because Pascal doesn't use this slot as a storage device,
you can't access it there.
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
