The Pascal 1.3 manual contains useful information concerning the Pascal boot
process: basically, if the network card |l ooks |like a disk controller, and
adheres to the ProDOS firmnare standards (that is, ProDOS conpati bl e without
drivers), then this is very possible. (By the way, you need a nulti-user
license to run Pascal this way.)
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
