To transfer a programin Applesoft BASIC fromthe Apple Il famly of
conputers to another conputer, you nust first nake a text file fromthe
program Adapt to your own situation this exanple:

Assune that your BASIC program begins with |ine nunber 10 and ends with |ine
nunber 30000. Add these lines to the beginning of the program

PRI NT CHR$(4) ;" OPEN TEXTFI LE"
PRI NT CHR$(4);"WRI TE TEXTFI LE"
LI ST 10- 30000

PRI NT CHR$(4) ; " CLOSE"

END
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Save the programwi th the new |ines added, then run the program

This will work in DOS 3.3 or ProDCOS, so long as either was used to boot the
di sk, and so long as there is disk space available to wite the programfile.

I f your program has used lines 1-5, put the new lines at the end, as |ines
30001-5 for exanple, and then type RUN 30001
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
