A PRINT statenent on the |line above a DOS command generates the necessary
carriage return; alternatively, define D as a carriage return and a
CTRL-D

DOS commands are al so ignored when inproperly used. |N#¢ and PR# DOS commands,
for exanple, must be sent out as:
