Apple LOGO is out in two versions: Apple LOBO and LOGO I1. The later LOGO Il
does read conversions of programfiles of the earlier Apple LOGO The CONVERT
utility nakes these conversions; CONVERT is on the ProDOS System Utilities and
Ilc Uilities Disks.

Keep in m nd, however, these two facts:

1. Sone conmands are different in the later version, LOGO Il. You nmust check
each line of the file converted from Apple LOGO for conmands that LOGO ||
does not recognize. If LOGO Il doesn't know how to do an Apple LOGO
conmand, you will have to update the conmmand to the appropriate LOGO I
conmmand.

2. The converted files may contain references to the nanes of LOGO procedures
that have different nanes in LOGO II. There nmay al so be references to
procedures that performfunctions you do not want perfornmed. These
problens with names cane with the addition of new built-in procedures or
primtives in LOSO Il. Again, as with the conmands, you nust check each
line of the converted file for procedure nane references that are
erroneous or unintentional
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
