Procedure

Step 1

Boot the Desktop Expander disk and follow the instructions. This will nodify
your Appl eWwrks disk so that it can use the additional nenory of the Ramworks
board Ile card.

Create a subdirectory on your hard di sk using Apple's ProDOS Users disk called
"/ PROFI LE/ AW

Copy all of the files fromthe Appl eWrks Startup and Program di sks to the
subdirectory you just created.



Once the files have been copied, start up your Catalyst disk and select the

Cat al yst Editor.

Move the cursor to the point where you wi sh to add your Appl eWrks program and

press"A".

Type " AW APLWORKS. SYSTEM' for the interpreter pathnane.

Type "AW for the initial prefix.

You will be asked if all itens are correct.

to the mai n nenu.

Answer "Y" and press ESCAPE to exit

Exit to the Catalyst main nenu by entering "Q'.

When you sel ect the Appl eWrks programfromthe nmain nenu you will notice that
you now have 101K avail able for data storage.
