Word Juggler for the Applell Print To Disk Option

The print to disk option in Wrd Juggler sends the formatted i mage of your
docunent to a diskette file just as it would appear on your screen when you
use the DI SPLAY DOCUMENT feature. This print file is a standard ProDCS text
file. Although the actual Word Juggler formatti ng commands (CENTER, JUSTI FY,
etc.) are not witten to this file, your text will appear formatted to their
speci fications.

This feature is accessed fromthe TEXT ENTRY MODE of Wbrd Juggler with the
conmand Sol i d- Apple "9". Wen selected, you will be presented with four

pronpt s:

First page to print? - Enter the starting nunber to appear in your file.
Press RETURN if you wish to start with page 1. Note that in this context,
page nunber does not refer to the page nunbers that appear on the output, but
rather to the sequential nunber of the page.

Last page to print? - Enter the |ast page to appear in your file. Press
RETURN i f you wish to print to the end of the document.

Renove control codes fromoutput? - If you answer "Y' (or press RETURN) to
this question, the file sent to disk will not contain any printer escape code
sequences. This is necessary if you wish to transmt the docunent using a

t el econmuni cati ons package. The escape codes may be interpreted by another
conputer in a variety of different ways causing errors in transm ssion or
reception.

If you answer "N' to this question, all printer escape sequences will be saved
to disk in addition to the text. This will allow you to print the file with
all printer enhancenents included, such as bold and underli ne.
