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Pinpoint: Auto-copy capability

Pi npoi nt automatically copies desktop accessories fromthe disk to the RAM
drive if:

(a) your Apple is equipped with the Apple Menory Card, or

(b) your machine is equipped with the Applied Engi neering Z- RAM or Rambr ks,
or Checkmate Multi Ram your nenory is partitioned such that a RAM drive
exi sts while Appl eWrks is running, and Pinpoint has been enhanced so as
to treat the third party cards as equivalents to the Apple Menory Cards.

If you do not wish certain accessories to be copied to the RAMdrive at
startup, a "patch" can be applied to a file called "PINPO NTPROFI LE*" on the
installation side of the Pinpoint disk.

The file "PINPO NTPROFI LE" contains a description of each desktop accessory
installed. This description entails the Accessory nane (that appears in the
Pop- Up wi ndow), the ProDOS systemfile nane, the nenory requirenments for each
accessory, as well as nodem and printer paraneters. In addition, a flag is set
for each accessory that should be copied to the RAM drive at startup.

The file "PINPO NTPROFILE" is 768 bytes long. The last 16 bytes in the file
are set to "1" or "0". A "1" neans that the accessory should be copied to the
RAM drive at startup if a RAMdrive is available, a "0" means no. The order
corresponds to the order that the accessories appear in the pop-up w ndow.

Assune that we |oad the "PlINPO NTPROFILE" file in menory:

BLOAD Pl NPOI NTPROFI LE, A$1000
PRI NT PEEK( 4848)

A "1" would print. This neans that the Appointnment Cal endar accessory
( CALENDAR. PP) should be copied to the Ramdrive at startup. If this was set to
"0", then it would not be.

Once the changes have been made to "PlI NPO NTPROFILE", the file should be save
back to disk via:
123456789012345678901234567890123456789012345678901234567890123456789012345678
BSAVE PI NPO NTPROFI LE, A$1000, L$300

At that point, you can re-install Pinpoint on AppleWrks with the associ ated
changes.
