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Apple Writer 11 under DOS 3.3: Printer codes from all Apples

Many printers have special features that the conputer signals by sending
conmand codes. To send codes to a printer from Apple Witer Il (DCS 3.3), you
must insert the codes into the Apple Witer file you want printed. The manua
of the printer nmay list the codes by several nanes: deciml, hexadeci mal,

tel etype abbreviations (SOH, ETX, DCl1, DC3, etc.), standard keys, and

conbi nati ons of the above.

Using the chart "ASCI| characters, values, and keystrokes", you have to
translate fromthe name of the code in the printer manual into the nane of the
correspondi ng keystroke or keystrokes on the keyboards of the Apple II, Apple
Il Plus, Apple Ile, Enhanced Apple Ile, or Apple Ilc.

Sonme keystrokes put so-called control characters into the Apple Witer file.
These control characters are not part of the conventional English character
set; while screen shows them the printer intercepts and does not print them
i nstead recogni zing themas signals to turn special functions on and off or to
change printer settings.
NOTE: In the descriptions of the keystrokes, the characters greater than and
|l ess than, < and >, are used to contain one keystroke, which can nean
that you nust sinultaneously hold down the control key, the shift key,
or both as you press the other key.

Wth these considerations in mnd, here is a |list of codes and net hods for
inserting themin an Apple Witer Il file.

Null (ASCI | value 0):
Il and Il Plus: <CTRL-V><CTRL-SHI FT- P><CTRL- V>
Al'l other Apples: <CTRL-SH FT-2>
Control - A through Control-Z (ASCI| decimal values 01 through 26):
Exanpl e: Control-Z (ASCI | decimal value 26): <CTRL-V><CTRL-Z><CTRL- V>

Exception: Control-V (ASCI1 decimal value 22) can't be entered.
See "M ssing Keys" bel ow

Escape (ASCI| val ue 27):

Some keystroke sequences start with or include the ESCAPE character



On Apple Il without shift key nodification:

If the printer manual shows the code as an escape followed by an upper
case letter: <CTRL-V><ESC><ESC><ESC><CTRL- V>

If the printer manual shows the code as an escape followed by a non-
al phabetic character or |owercase letter: <CTRL-V><ESC><ESC><CTRL- V>

On Apple Il with shift key nodification: <CTRL-V><ESC><CTRL- V>
M ssi ng keys:

To produce uppercase a-z, press the ESC key first, otherwi se Apple Witer 11
under DOS 3.3 enters the a-z keystroke as | owercase.

The Apple Il and Apple Il Plus don't have sone keys: underline, backward sl ash,
brackets, braces, vertical line, open single quote, tilde, or delete. You can't
enter a Control-V in Apple Witer. To use these and other characters in Apple
Witer, it is necessary to create an Apple Witer glossary file froma BASIC
program

For exanple, to insert the ASCII value 22 (Control-V) into an Apple Witer
file, follow these steps:

1. Start up the DOS System Master.
2. Wite and save the foll ow ng program

3. Run the program thus creating a file called CVGE.OSS.
4., Start up the Apple Witer diskette.
5. Press CTRL-Q and select the option to Load a d ossary File.

6. Renmove the Apple Witer diskette and insert the diskette containing
CVGELCsS.

7. Enter the name CVGLOSS at the "Enter File Name" pronpt.



8. Return to Apple Witer and enter your text.

9. At any point where you need to enter a Control-V, type CTRL-G for the
gl ossary function and enter V (uppercase).

10. This procedure should inbed the ASCII 22 in your text. Once CVGACOSS has
been created, you can reuse it whenever necessary by follow ng steps 5
through 9 each tine you start up Apple Witer.

There's already a glossary file on the Apple Witer Il diskette. This file is
named SPECI AL and contains key definitions for the keys \, ~, ~ _, |, [, 1, {,
}, ESC-D, and ESC U
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
