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AppleWriter [1e DOS 3.3: Ignores Control-O from Apple II1GS

The DOS 3.3 version of AppleWiter Ile is inconmpatible with the Apple I1GS in
that it does not recognize a Control-O for the options menu. If you go into
the Print/Program Commands menu, you will also notice that all the defaults
are set to zero.

Here' s a wor kar ound:

Boot up with the DOS 3.3 System Master

Take out the DOS 3.3 System Master and insert AppleWiter Ile DOS version
Type BRUN OBJ. BOOT and return

VWhen Appl eWiter cones up, press the Return Key.

The di sk spins, and then the programfreezes.

5. Press Control - Reset.
A bl ank screen shoul d appear.

6. Press Control - Reset.

This should bring the program back. The values in the Print/Programare stil
zero' ed, but you can access the Control -O nmenu. Make sure not to press
Control Open Apple Reset in steps 5 and 6.
