SETPREFI X. CODE is a small Pascal programlinked to an assenbly | anguage
subroutine that allows you to set the SOS prefix. As explained

in "Using Access IIl with a ProFile", setting the prefix with the Pasca
filer does not change the SCS prefix, nmeaning that if you execute
Access |IIl froma ProFile wi thout executing the SETPREFI X program
Access |1l will not be able to successfully save and | oad the Set-Up

sel ecti ons.

The source listing for the program SETPREFI X. TEST is included, so the
prefix setting can be custoni zed for unusual situations.

To successfully run Access Ill stored on a ProFile in a Pascal environment,
you nust first execute SETPREFI X, which is described in "Using Access ||
Wth a ProFile".

ACCESS3. PROFI LE i s a Busi ness BASI C program enabling you to run Access |11
froma ProFile in a Business BASIC environment. The only difference

bet ween this program and the Access |1l Business BASIC programis the way the
the prefix is set: Access Ill sets a null prefix to force SOS to |ook for a
di skette, while ACCESS3. PROFI LE sets the prefix to /PROFILE, instructing

SOS to ook there for a subdirectory. See "ProFile and Business BASI C

CHANGES AND NEW FEATURES
CHANGES TO THE MAI N MENU

Changi ng the nanme of the recording file is not performed fromthe main
menu: it's now an entry on the Set-Up nmenu. It's therefore saved along with



the rest of the Set-Up settings.
ADDI TI ONS TO SET- UP MODE

Two new sel ections to the Set-Up nmenu are: "Set the Answerback" and "Change
the recording file nane."

When you save the Set-Up settings, both the answerback text and
the recording file name are saved. These Set-Up settings are restored the
next tine you run Access I11.

SET THE ANSWERBACK

Sel ecting this choice causes the screen to clear and the foll owi ng nessage
to display:

Answer back text?
Respond by entering your answerback nessage containing up to sixteen
characters followed by a RETURN. The RETURN is NOT stored as part of the

answer back text.

The characters that you enter will be transmitted by Access |1l whenever a
CTRL-E (ASCIl 5) is received.

To enter control characters in your answerback text, hold down the
open-appl e key and the CONTROL key while pressing the key you wish to
enter. Your control character is displayed as one of the line graphic
characters, though it's both transmtted and saved correctly.

See Appendi x B of the Access |Il nanual for each key's ASCII code.

You can al so cause the answerback text to be transmitted w thout receiving
the CTRL-E: hold down the open-apple key and press the E key.

CHANGE THE RECORDI NG FI LE NAME

Selecting this option clears the screen and closes the old recording file.
Access |1l then pronpts you to open a new recording file nane:

New recording file nanme?

A legal answer may be a block file pathname or a character device nane
such as . SI LENTYPE

ADDI TI ONS TO THE STATUS SCREEN
The STATUS screen displays the current answerback text as well as al

the previously displayed information.
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
