Here are some Pascal 11l I/Oerrors reported (in Volunme 2 of the programer's
manual ) as SOS errors and which cannot be found in the SOS Appl e Technica
Communi cations Manual. The renarks are general and nmade without know ng the

ci rcunst ances, applications or |anguages invol ved.

36: Device not available = SCS error $24
Error $24 means that a device like a printer is not on-line, although a driver
that will return this error is not known.

44: Invalid byte count = SCS error $2C
Error $2C neans that a SCS call froman application didn't have the appropriate
paranmeter list for the call

45: Invalid bl ock nunber = SCS error $2D

Error $2D neans that the application is asking for a block past the end of the
di sk. This has occurred with System Uilities. There the problemis that sone
program perhaps Apple Witer, changes the directory or index bl ocks on the
disk so that the file points off the end.
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
