I"'mtrying to transfer some text files on Apple Il disks to 3.5- inch floppy
di sks so I can open the files on a Macintosh. Wat cables and software are
needed for this?
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If you still have the Apple Ill, the files can be transferred using Access |11,
MacTermi nal, and either cable (Apple Part #) 590-0555 or cables 590-0169 AND
590- 0550.

If using the Apple Ill serial card, have the card set to no nodem el i m nator
If using the built-in port C, nmke sure you're using the .RS-232 driver rather
than the . PRINTER driver. You can find the .RS-232 driver for the built-in
port C on the System Uilities Data disk.

Make sure both systens are set for the sane baud rate, data bits, and so forth,
and then sinmply set one systemup to send a file and the other one to receive a
file.

If only the disks are available, you can use this nethod. Because Apple Il

SCS and Apple Il ProDOS are file-conpatible, using an Apple Ile, Apple I1GS, or
Apple Ilc with both a 5.25-inch disk drive and a 3.5-inch disk drive, transfer
the files to a 3.5-inch disk. Use AFE to transfer the files to the Macintosh
di sk.

Both of these options assune that the files are text-only. |If they are
Qui ckFile or Three Easy Pieces files, see the Tech Info Library for instruction

on converting the files to Mcrosoft Wrks.

Anot her option would be to have an outside service, such as Pivar, convert the
files for you.
