Answer: No, a 486DX chip at the sane cl ock speed could be inserted with a few

m nor nodifications to the board but is not supported by Apple.

Answer: Use the arrow keys to nove the cursor to the desired | ocation, and hold
the shift key down when marking the region. Let go of the shift key and the

mar ked region will be captured.

3) Question: Does the PC board maintain it's own cl ock?

Answer: No. The PC card polls the Macintosh at startup for the correct date and

time. If the date and tine are changed with the DOS date and ti ne comands they
will be reset when the Macintosh is restarted.

4) Question: What is the purpose for the unused connector on the DOS
Conpatibility Card?

Answer: This connector is actually a subset of the PCISA bus. It was designed
specifically for possible future enhancenents, but has no real use at present.
5) Question: Wiy do the video driver disks install a 1024X768 video driver in
W ndows? |Is it supported?

Answer: The video driver disks have not been nodified for Apple's use and were
provi ded by CH PS & Technol ogy. The DOS Conpatibility Card only has 512K of VRAM
and supports a naxi mum resol uti on of 800X600.

6) Question: Wiat is the required speed of the SIMW for the card?

Answer: 80ns or faster.

7) Question: WII Virtual Menory allow ne to allocate nore nenory to the DOS
card?

Answer: No, the DOS Compatibility Card only sees physical mnenory.

8) Question: Are disk conpression progranms such as Di sk Doubl er, Spacenaker and
DOS' s Doubl espace supported?

Answer: Apple recommends that the custoner don't use DOS' s Doubl espace even
though it appears to work. There are no known conpatibility issues with
Maci nt osh conpression prograns. DOS Doubl espaced containers will appear enpty
except for conmand. com when nounted fromthe Maci ntosh finder

Answer: Yes.
