Each of these nouse devi ces use
a control panel to map the button functions, so to use these with the DOS
Conpatibility Card, you need to set up the right button to represent '='" in the
control panel. The configuration changes when the Control Panel is closed.

The Thi nki ng Mouse product literature says it works with PC and Maci ntosh. The
Control Panel appears to provide nore options than other nulti-button nouse
devi ces, however it has not been tested with the DOS Conpatibility Card.
