For 800x600 resolution at 16 colors on a 15-inch or 17-inch display, you should
select the "* CH PS 450 VGA 800x600 16 col or" driver in the w ndows SETUP
program |In the Macintosh environnent, select the 832x624 resolution in the
Moni tors control panel. In the PC Setup control panel, under the display

headi ng, select VGA or 16-inch. These selections will give you different
results, so try both and use the one that works best for you

The DOS Conpatibility Card has 512K of video RAM Therefore, 640x480 at 16 or
256 col ors, or 800x600 at 16 colors are the only supported resolution and col or
dept h combi nati ons.
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
