MEM/C /P then press return.

This command lists all drivers currently resident in DOS nmenory. |If you see
APPLEPC, DOSCLI P, and MACSHARE, then your DOS Conpatibility Card Installer Disk
for DOS Environnent is already installed. If you do not see these nodul es
listed, ook for Installing additional PC software in the "DOS Conpatibility
Card for Macintosh User's Guide."

Make sure that you have a LASTDRIVE statenent in your CONFIG SYS file. Have a
line sonewhere in your CONFIG SYS file as shown bel ow

LASTDRI VE=Z

Create a new folder in the Macintosh environnment, and give it a descriptive
nane, sonething |ike, DOS TRANSFER

pen the PC Setup control panel. Look for the pop-up nmenu | abel ed Sharing, and
sel ect one of the available DOS drive letters. A dialog box appears, letting you
sel ect the folder that you have nade for sharing files with the PC environnent.



If you want the connection to be pernanent, select the checkbox | abel ed Share
every time PCis started.
