The 12-inch PC Conpatibility cards use JEDEC standard 168-pin DIMws (dual inline
menory nodul e) DRAM cards. The DI Mvs shoul d be 64-bit-w de, 168-pin fast-paged
node (FPM with a 70ns access tinme or faster. DIMvw built with either Extended
Dat a-out (EDO) or asynetrical DRAMs are not supported on the 12-inch PC
Conpatibility card.

NOTE:

If you are adding a 32 MB or 64 MB DIMVWs to the PC Conpatibility Card, then you
may need to install the PC Setup DIMM Patch fromone of the Apple Online
Software Updates areas.

The 12-inch PC Conpatibility card cones standard with 8 MB of on-board DRAM In
addition, the 12-inch PC Conpatibility card has one RAM expansion slot. You can
use DRAM configurations with DIMW of these sizes: 8, 16, 32 or 64 MB. The exact
configuration depends on the density of the DRAM chips that are nounted on the
DI MMs. You can increase the 12-inch PC Conpatibility card total DRAMto up to a
maxi mum of 72 MB.
