"Conpatibility Mode". What is conpatibility node, and is this nornmal ?
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W ndows 95 has the ability to use a 32-bit protected-node driver to access the
hard drive controller and other drive controllers. On sone equi pnent, including
the PC Conpatibility Card, Wndows 95 is unable to access the drive controllers
in this node, so Wndows 95 nust use 16-bit real -node drivers. This is the
Conpatibility Mbde that Wndows 95 nentioned. Using the 16-bit real -node is
normal for the PC Conpatibility Cards. Wndows 95 has the ability to use either
32-bit or 16-bit drivers, so this should not cause any probl ens.
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
