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Adobe Phot oShop and a few ot her high-end Wndow pai nt application prograns use
their own clipboard i nstead of the Wndows clipboard. Sonme applications have
ways of setting the preferences so that they convert things into the Wndows
clipboard format. In applications |ike Adobe PhotoShop that do not allow you to
change the clipboard settings, there are a couple of options.

1) Open the Wndow application Clipboard Viewer before you switch between
t he Wndows and Maci ntosh platfornms. This forces Adobe PhotoShop to
convert the clipboard into a standard W ndows fornat.

2) Mninize Adobe PhotoShop. This also forces Adobe PhotoShop to convert
the clipboard into a standard W ndows fornat.
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
