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Usi ng PC Exchange, the Macintosh environment is able to read and format Ms-DOS
di sks. However, the Ms-DOS environnment does not have software enabling it to
read Maci ntosh formatted disks. So, in order to prevent accidental erasure of
the data on a Macintosh formatted di sk, the disk is automatically ejected on the
DCS side. *

To use Macintosh formatted di sks on the DOS side, you nmust first reformat them
in the Macintosh environment using PC Exchange. To do this:

1. Switch to the Macintosh environment using the Command- Return shortcut.
2. Insert the unl ocked Macintosh di sk

3. Highlight the disk icon

4. Sel ect Erase Disk fromthe Special nenu

5. Change the format to DOS 1.4 MB (high-density disks) or DOS 720k (|l ow density
di sks)

6. Cdick Erase

that both PC and Maci ntosh fl oppy disks are automatically nounted when inserted
into the floppy drive in either operating environnent.
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
