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Non- conmposite SIMvs can be fully utilized. The DOS Conpatibility Card uses
72-pin, 80 ns or faster, non-conposite SIMvs. Thus, if the correct SIMvs are
used, the DOS Conpatibility Card should be able to utilize the full capactiy of
t he nmenory.
