Question: How should | configure Wndows 95 for printing on Apple's
cross-pl atform Maci nt osh systens?

Answer: Since Apple's current cross-platform Maci ntosh systens do not have a
physical PC parallel port, and therefore do not support bi-directional parallel
port functionality, Apple recomends that users configure Wndows 95 for
printing as foll ows:

Open My Conputer, open Printers, and add a printer

Open the printer that has been added by double clicking on the icon fromthe
Printers folder.



Fromthe Printer menu, choose the itemcalled Properties.

In the Properties window, select Details, and then sel ect Spool Settings.

In Spool Settings, disable the bi-directional port.

W ndows 95, several products are available fromthird-party conpani es such as
Logi tech (Logitech MouseMan ADB) and Kensi ngton (Kensington Turbo Mouse 4.0 or
Kensi ngt on Thi nki ng Mouse ADB).

Question: Wien | installed Wndows 95, the copy-and-paste functionality between
the Mac OS and W ndows environnents stopped working. Is there a workaround?

Answer: W ndows 95 made changes that negated the ability to copy-and-paste data
bet ween applications running in the Mac OS and W ndows 95 environnents. Wile
Appl e expects to provide the capability to copy-and-paste between the Mac OS and
W ndows 95 environnents in the future, there are a couple of workarounds today.
First, Mcintosh PC Exchange and Maci ntosh Easy Qpen continue to nake it easy
for custoners to identify, and autonatically |aunch, Mac OS applications to open
docunents saved in the npbst popular PC formats. Second, users can create
separate drive containers--one with the Wndows 3.1 environnment and one with the
W ndows 95 environment--and work within the Wndows 3.1 environnent when they
need to copy-and-paste data between the Mac OS and W ndows environments.
