The probabl e cause of the problemis that the AVI novie was conpressed as a
16-bit (32,000 colors) or 24-bit (16 mllion colors) novie and you are trying to
play it back on an unaccelerated 8-bit display (256 colors), and the on-the-fly
conversion taking place is slowi ng down the novie.

You can try converting the novie to 8-bit Video for Wndows or converting it to
Qui ckTinme for Wndows 2.0 with the AVI converter, for better frane rate and
audi o perfornmance. One application that works well for this type of conversion
is Adobe Preniere for Wndows.
