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VWhen | try to run The Newton Connection Kit for Wndows, an error nessage
appears on nmy Newt on MessagePad. The error displayed is "The connection was
st opped because there was no reponse".
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This error nessage can be caused by several things, one of which is a COM port
address problem Wen the Newton Connection Kit for Wndows 1.0 is installed, it
does not automatically configure itself to reflect the conmputer's COM port
setting. The Newton Connection Kit for Wndows instead fills in the port
addresses with addresses that are commonly used by nany | BM conpati bl e
conputers. |If the conputer COM port address is different fromthe W ndows
Connection Kit's setting for that COM port, the port will not work with the

Newt on Connection Kit. If this happens, an error nessage is displayed on the
Newt on MessagePad.

To correct this problem the port address in the Port Setup area needs to be
changed to the proper address.

The default settings for the Newon Connection Kit for Wndows are:
+ COML=03F8
+ COMR=02F8
+ COVB=03E8
« COVA=02E8

To determne the port addresses that the hardware is configured to, run MSD at
the M5-DOS pronpt. MsSD is a diagnhostic programfrom M crosoft, that is part of
the M5-DOS Operating System Anobng other things, MSD shows the actual port
address. Once you have the proper COM port address for your conputer, you can
change the Newton Connection Kit for Wndows preferences to match the address
val ues di spl ayed by MSD.
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
