Conpatibility Card. However, the SoftW ndows/Soft PC drive file can be used as
the D. drive. The follow ng steps show how to access the SoftW ndows/ Soft PC
drive file with the DOS Conpatibility Card.

Install the DOS Compatible Card software including DCS.
