However since Macintosh files are upload using the MacBinary file format, you
can occasionally fix the file (this does not always work).

The MacBinary format places a 128 byte header on the uploaded file. This header
if not removed fromthe file, makes the file unusable on the Macintosh. There
are some public domain and commercial application prograns for the Macintosh
that can renove the 128 byte MacBi nary header to nake the file usabl e again.
Sonetimes after transferring the file fromone platformthe file is corrupted
and there is nothing you can do to fix the file other than download the file
agai n using a Maci ntosh conputer.
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
