The Appl eShare Cient for Wndows sees the truncated nanme, based on the DCS 8.3
file systemnani ng convention. The Wndows client inplenents a file nane
truncating algorithm however the real file nane is still the |Iong Macintosh
file name. This can be viewed in the File Manager's Properties dial og box.
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
