PROBLEMS. WRI - - This file describes potential problenms you m ght encounter while
installing and using the AppleShare Cient application, describes possible
causes for those problens and provi des suggested solutions to those probl ens.
PROBLEMS. WRI is stored on the AppleShare Cient for Wndows Disk 1. During
installation, it is copied into the C\APPLE\ A SHARE directory by default.

USERI NST. WRI --This file, located on the AppleShare Cient for Wndows Disk 2,
describes how to install the AppleShare Cient application. This file is
provided to allow the systemadninistrator to nodify the installation
instructions for site-specific purposes and distribute themto users. During
installation, it is copied into the C\APPLE\A SHARE directory by default.

Bugs fixed

This version 1.0.1 of AppleShare Cient for Wndows includes fixes for a few
bugs found in version 1.0. They are as foll ows:

Dupl i cate Appl eTal k node | Ds

In version 1.0, particularly with large networks, it was possible for a client
conputer to assume an Appl eTal k node identifier that was al ready bei ng used.
This problemcould be represented by an apparent inability to see any nodes in
a particular zone, or by a general slowdown in network perfornance.

Cisco router inconpatibility

Cisco nmodel 7000 routers are inconpatible with AppleShare Cient for Wndows,
version 1.0. These routers are supported by AppleShare dient for Wndows,
version 1.0.2, but may take longer to connect to a file server.

Incorrect default group access privil eges

Appl eShare dient for Wndows, version 1.0.2, automatically sets the group
access privileges of a newly created folder to those of the enclosing folder
In version 1.0, group privileges for such new folders were incorrectly set to
None by default.

Di sk space requirenents

To install and run AppleShare Cient for Wndows, you should have a ni ninmm of



3.5 MB of free space on your hard disk. To wuse the Uninstall option of the
Installer to remove AppleShare Cient for Wndows, you need to have 1.5 MB of
free space.

Installing froma hard disk

You can run the Installer froma | ocal (non-network) hard disk drive to install
or remove the AppleShare Client for Wndows software. To do so, create a
directory on your hard disk and copy all the files fromboth AppleShare dient
for Wndows floppy disks into that directory. Then, run the |NSTALL. EXE
program fromthat directory, and follow the installation instructions in the
online help or the printed book Getting Started with AppleShare dient for

W ndows.

| MPORTANT! Do not run the | NSTALL. EXE program from a connected Appl eShare
server to perform an upgrade.

Note that if a previous version of AppleShare Client for Wndows is already
installed on your conputer, you will first have to renove the old version (by
using the Uninstall option of the Installer) before installing the new version.
After your conputer has been restarted, run the I NSTALL. EXE programagain to
install the new version.

Net wor k adapt er support

Before installing AppleShare Cient for Wndows, you shoul d deternine whet her
you are using supported network adapter hardware. If your network adapter is not
inthe following list, you may still be able to use AppleShare dient for

W ndows. For nore information, see the section "Wndows for Wrkgroups 3.11 and
Unsupported Network Adapters” or "Wndows 3.1 and 3. 11 and Unsupported Network
Adapters,"” as appropriate for your version of Wndows.

W ndows for Workgroups 3.11 and unsupported network adapters

If you are using Wndows for Workgroups 3.11, use your W ndows for Workgroups
installation disks to install your network adapter. Once the network adapter is
wor ki ng in Wndows, you can install the AppleShare dient for Wndows software
using the normal installation procedures.

Wndows 3.1 and 3.11 and unsupported network adapters

If you are using Wndows 3.11 or Wndows 3.1 w thout Wndows networKking
software, and you have an a vendor-supplied OD driver for your unsupported
networ k adapter, you may be able to use the procedures in this section to
install AppleShare dient for Wndows.

WARNI NG

Installing your systemfor networking requires that you manually install the
networ k adapter driver and edit your driver configuration file and your DOS
startup batch files. Perform ng these procedures incorrectly can cause your

conputer to fail.

Before perfornming the follow ng procedures, you should |ocate the software and
docunentation that came with your network adapter. As you performthe
procedures, you will need information fromthe docunentation
1. If your network adapter is not already installed,

install and test it, following the instructions in your

net wor k adapt er docunentation

2. Restart your computer and run W ndows.

3. Run the INSTALL. EXE program on the AppleShare Cient for
W ndows Di sk 1.

4. In the Installation Options dialog box, choose the
Standard Installation option and click Continue.

The Sel ect Adapter dial og box appears.

5. Select the line at the end of the adapter list that
reads "[Oher] Unlisted Adapter Option,"” and click K



The Network Adapter Settings dial og box appears.
Enter the configuration settings for your network adapter.

I f possible, select values that match the adapter
configuration settings you used in conpleting step 1
above. If no matching settings are displayed, sinply
continue with step 7. If you are already running
QDI - based networ ki ng software, AppleShare dient for

W ndows Installer will use your existing network adapter
configuration settings.

Conpl ete the AppleShare Client for Wndows installation

Exit Wndows and restart your conputer as instructed by
the Installer.

I f your computer was not already running ODI-based
net wor ki ng software, continue with step 11

I f your conmputer was already running ODI-based networking
sof tware using your network adapter card, edit the file
ATDRI VER. BAT (in the C\APPLE\ A SHARE directory by default).
Rermove the word "REM' from the beginning of the last |ine
so that it reads "C \ APPLE\ A_SHARE\ ODI . EXE".

10. Restart your conputer.

Appl eShare Client for Wndows is conpletely installed
and shoul d run when you start Wndows. Skip the rest of
this procedure.

Use DOS to copy the ODI driver and any supporting files
for your network adapter to your AppleShare Cient for
W ndows directory. The default directory path is

C:\ APPLE\ A_SHARE

Edit the NET.CFG file in the C \ APPLE\ A SHARE directory.

First, replace all strings of four consecutive X
characters (that is, XXXX) with the file nane of your
driver, excluding the .COM extension for the file.

Next, change any paraneters that do not match your
adapter configuration settings. Check the values for
the foll ow ng paraneters:

- the interrupt request level, a one- or two-digit nunber
preceded by | NT #1

- the I/O port nunber, a 3-digit value such as 300
preceded by PORT #1



- the direct nmenory access channel, a value of 1 or 2
preceded by DNA

- the nmenory access address, a data address val ue such
as DB8000, preceded by MEM

You shoul d consult your network adapter card docu-
nmentation to deternine if other paraneters are required
for your system

Finally, save the NET.CFG file.

13. Edit the file ATDRI VER BAT (in the C \ APPLE\ A SHARE
directory by default). First, renmove the word "REM
fromthe beginning of every line. Next, replace the
string "XXXX" in the second line of the file with the
filenane of your network adapter driver. Be sure to
i nclude the filenanme extension

14. Save the ATDRI VER. BAT file.
15. Restart your computer by turning it off and on

Appl eShare Cient for Wndows is conpletely installed
and should run when you start W ndows.

If you experience any problens after conpleting these
i nstructions, see the file C \APPLE\ A SHARE\ PROBLENS. \\RI

Changi ng the location of print spool files

You may want to change the | ocation of the spool files used by the Appl eShare
Client to store PostScript print jobs until they can be sent to the networked
LaserWiter printer. For exanple, you may want to store these files in their own
directory or on a disk with nore free space. Do not change the spool file

|l ocation to a floppy disk or to a CO-ROMdisc. It is reconmended that you do not
change the spool file location to a renovable cartridge drive or a network drive
unl ess you are certain that it will be available at all tinmes.

To change the location of the spool files, you nmust edit the [ports] section of
the WN.IN file. There are three spool files, each on its own line, in the form
C\LW.prn=. Edit each Iine to change the pathnane of the file. Do not change
the filenane itself (LWk.prn). Also be sure to retain the equal sign (=) at the
end of the line. Do not add a colon before the equal sign; it is a special
identifier only for ports such as LPT1l: and COML:.

Viewing Mac OS-formatted files from Wndows and DOS applications

Appl eShare Cient for Wndows hides Macintosh files that contain resource forks



to prevent their being damaged by an inconpatible application or operating
system See the section "Macintosh File Formats" in AppleShare Cient Help for
additional information.

Appl eShare Cient for Wndows can be prevented frommarking these files as
hi dden, thereby allow ng access to the portions of these files that W ndows
applications nmght be able to use. To prevent hiding these files, add the
following lines to the ASHARE. INI file (C \ W NDOAB\ ASHARE. | NI ) :

VT ni ng:
Changi ng this val ue does not change the format of Macintosh files; you should
use these files only with great care.

Text file differences between Mac OS and W ndows

A Mac OS-formatted text file contains a single character to indicate the end of
aline of text. Wndows text files contain two characters for this purpose. Sone
W ndows- based text-view ng prograns |ike NOTEPAD and WRITE require text files to
contain the DOS/ Wndows two-character ASCI| conbination (line feed and carriage
return) to indicate the end of a line. Consequently, an entire text file created
on the Macintosh nay appear as a single line of text to such applications.

If atext file that you create under Wndows is opened and then saved (even as a
text file) by a Mac OS-based application, the file will be formatted for the Mac
0S. Many word processing applications can process nultiple file formats. O her
lowcost file- and text-translation utilities are readily available for
converting text files and other types of documents.

Saving the battery charge on your portable computer

Most portabl e conputers minimze battery drain by running the hard disk only
when necessary. To provide tinely printing of your files, the AppleShare dient
print spooler checks the disk every five seconds for pending print jobs. This

| evel of disk activity can significantly shorten the battery charge tine. If
your computer is not printing to a network printer, you may want to di sable the
print spooling tenmporarily.

One easy way to disable the print spooler is to disconnect all assigned network
printers. To disconnect printers, click the print services button in the main
Appl eShare Cient wi ndow, select each printer, and click Di sconnect.

Supported printer drivers

Drivers for some of the newest LaserWiter printers may not work yet with



Appl eShare Cient for Wndows. |f the driver for your printer does not seemto
work, try setting printer driver options as described in the file
PROBLEMS. WRI, or install a supported driver. The supported drivers should work
for your printer, but may not support the advanced features of that printer

Note that the Apple LaserWiter printer driver disks do not cone with your

Appl eShare Cient for Wndows, Version 1.0.2, product if you purchased it as an
upgrade. The installation process does not affect installed printer drivers. If
you need to reinstall Apple printer drivers, you can use the driver disks that
came with your printer or with AppleShare Cient for Wndows, Version 1.0.

Renovi ng the Faral | on PhoneNet PC product

Faral | on PhoneNET PC cannot be used on the sane conputer with AppleShare Cient
for Wndows. To avoid disabling your existing network services, the Appl eShare
Client for Wndows Installer currently will not run if PhoneNET PC is already
installed. If you want to repl ace PhoneNET PC with Appl eShare dient for



W ndows, you nust first renmove PhoneNET PC fromthe system At the time this
Read Me file was witten, no conmonly available utility is known to successfully
renove the entire PhoneNET PC. This section details how to renove the product so
that you can install AppleShare Cient for Wndows. (You nust performsteps 2
and 5 at a mnimumto install AppleShare Cient for Wndows succesfully.)

| MPORTANT:
Bef ore you renove any network software, you should ensure that no inportant
application depend on that software.

The files that you will change or delete are located in four directories:

To renove the PhoneNET PC product, performthe
foll owi ng steps:

WnZip inconpatibility

The shareware conpression/deconpression utility WnZip is not conpletely
conpatible with AppleShare Client for Wndows, Version 1.0.2. The WnZi p Open
Archive dialog box includes a Network button for connecting to a network

drive. If you use this button with AppleShare Client for Wndows installed, you
receive an error nmessage. To connect to a network drive, use the network
connection itemin the Disk menu fromthe File Manager.

Usi ng Open Transport



If you are running Qpen Transport, you nust use the |atest version available to
ensure conpatibility with AppleShare dient for Wndows.

Docunentation errata

Your docunentation nay refer to this product as AppleShare Cient for Wndows
version 1.0.1. AppleShare Cient for Wndows 1.0.2 includes a recently

devel oped change to ensure correct installation on systens running NetWare.
This minor inprovenent is the only difference between the two versions.
