DOS Compatible Card: Windows 95 and NetBEUI (8/96)

This article describes howto configure NetBEU w th Wndows 95 for a DOS
Conpatibility Card.

Net BEUl is a sinple and efficient protocol that is still well suited for use on
work group size networks. It is not capable of routing (since it does not

under stand network numbers) so its use does have limts. It is often inplenented
along with TCP/1P on Wndows clients, with NetBEU used on the |ocal network and
TCP/ I P used for the other side of routers.

W ndows 95 nmnages all network configuration in the "Network" control panel.
Locate the "My Conputer" icon on the screen and double-click it to open.

1) Open the Control Panel folder to find the Network control panel,
doubl e-click the Network control panel to open it.

2) Wndows 95 requires the installation of at |east 3 elenments to nake a
networ k connection, an Adapter, Cient, and Protocol. Start the
installation by choosing an adapter. Cick the "Add..." button in the
Net wor k control panel.

3) Choose Adapter and click the "Add..." button. You will load the NDI S
driver provided on the DOS Conpatibility Installer disk by clicking the
"Have Disk..." button, inform ng Wndows 95 that the driver is on a

separ at e di sk.

4) Use the default location, "A'\", provided in the Install From Di sk
di al og box. Insert the "PC Software" floppy disk, part of the PC
Conpatibility Card installer software disk set. dick the OK button and
W ndows 95 will scan the floppy in drive A: for possible drivers.

5) When the scan has conpleted, you will be presented with a list of the
drivers found on the floppy.

6) Choose the only option you should see, "PC Card Network Driver
(NDIS2)", and click the OK button. Wndows 95 will read the driver from
the floppy disk and return to the Control Panel display, which should

Choose t he | PX/ SPX-conpati ble Protocol and click the Renpve button
This renmoves the protocol and Cient for NetWare NetworKks.

Now you have a working configuration. The final step is to verify the
setup of the remaining conponents.

First, confirmthe lIdentification infornation of the conputer by
selecting the "ldentification" tab

** DO NOT CLI CK OK AFTER THI S STEP! **

Verify that the entries for Conputer nane, Workgroup, and Conputer
Description are satisfactory.

| MPORTANT: Be sure to check this information. It must be conpatible
with other conputers on the network, therefore these values are often
supplied by your network adninistrator

** DO NOT' CLI CK OK YET! **

Next configure the Cient conponent. Re-choose the Configuration tab to
di spl ay the network configuration. Choose "Client for Mcrosoft
Net wor ks" and click the "Properties..." button.

Sel ect the "Logon validation" checkbox which instructs the conputer to
Logon to a Wndows NT domai n and provi de the domai n name. You can
choose either one of the "Network | ogon options" dependi ng on your
desired | ogon action.

This conpl etes the configuration of the network. Cl ose the control
panel by clicking the "OK" button. Wndows 95 will ask for various
parts of the original Wndows 95 installation nedia while it adds the
new software conponents. It is possible you will get nmessages about an
attenpt to install older version of existing conponent software.
Al ways choose to keep the newer versions installed in these cases.

Once all new software is read fromthe original Wndows 95
installation nedia (in step 10) you will be asked to restart. Select
the "continue" option instead and run the SETNET program | ocated on
the DOS Conpatibility Installer disk. Select the ND' S and Net BEU
options and click the "OK" button. This step will create the
appropriate entries in the PROTOCOL. INI file for the NDI S driver to
use.

Restart the Wndows 95 environment by clicking the "start" button



selecting the "restart" option, and choosing "shutdown and restart”.
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
