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Wi ch non- Appl eTal k protocols, such as IP, 1 PX, and DECNet, work with the DOS
Compatibility Card through the follow ng network interfaces:

Built-in Ethernet

PCl Et hernet cards

PCI Token Ri ng cards

Conmmmuni cati ons Sl ot (Power Maci ntosh 5400) Ethernet cards
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The DOS Conpatibility cards do not support Token Ring in any form and the
software on the DOS Conpatibility Installer disk can only use the built-in

Et hernet Interface when one is present (Conmunication Slot Ethernet cards can be
used on conputers without built-in Ethernet interfaces), it also cannot use
cards in the PCl slots for I/QO

Appl e's software requires that any packet coming into a Maci ntosh be delivered
to either the Macintosh, or DOS environments (packets cannot go to both at the
sane tine) depending on the frane type of the received packet. These
destinations are determ ned by each OS as they register their protocol and frane
types within the Maci ntosh conputer at startup. Once a particular frame type is
regi stered all packets of that frane type addressed to the conmputer are
delivered to the associated environnent.

This el enment of our architecture has been responsible for the historical
[imtation of running TCP/IP only in one environment at a tinme. TCP/IP is
practically inplemented only with Ethernet Il frane types, since all packets of
one frane type go to only one environnent ...

Wth the introduction of the Power Maci ntosh 7200/90 (in Europe ONLY), 7200/120,
7600/ 120, 8500/ 132, 8500/150, and 9500/ 150 a new Ethernet controller ASIC called
Curio Prine is used. This chip inplenments two hardware Ethernet addresses for
the single built-in Ethernet interface. One is used by the Mac OS and the other
is for DOS Conpati bl e use only. Since these conmputers have two hardware
addresses the DOS conpatible architecture can now deliver a particular frane
type to different addresses which renoves the Iinmtation of each frame type
going to only one environnent.



The presence of this Curio Prine ASIC is the biggest factor in determining a
particul ar Maci ntosh conputer's networking capability with DOS conpati bl e
cards.

Appl eTal k, 1 PX, TCP/IP and DECNet can be used in either OS. They can all be used
by both environnents if the Curio Prime ASIC is present, except for the
fol | owi ng:

e DECNet/DCOS will not run on any Maci ntosh conputers.

e DECNet will not run on a Power Maci ntosh 5400 Mac OGS environnent.

e IPXwWill not run on a Power Macintosh 5400 Mac OGS environnent, but wll
run on a Power Macintosh 5400 DOS environnent.
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
