Access Personal Service for Macintosh version 2.0, or Apple Renote Access Cient
for Macintosh version 2.0 software installed

Connect your Renpte Access MiultiPort Server to an Appl eTal k network using the
same type of networking software and cable types as used with other devices on
your network. Any AppleTal k network is capable of supporting a Renpte Access
Mul ti Port Server. The npst common network choi ces are Local Tal k, Ethernet, and
Token Ri ng.
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
