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If you have installed the Apple Renpte Access MiltiPort Server on the sane
conputer as your AppleShare server, the user database is shared between
them The user database is called the "User List" in ARA and the "Users &
Groups Data File" in AppleShare

Al users fromthe Appl eShare Users & Groups Data File appear in the Renote
Access Manager User List as registered users, but you must select |ogin and
cal | back options for them Renpte Access Manager does not support the

Appl eShare Groups feature; any groups that you have created wi th Appl eShare
do not appear in the User List.

| MPORTANT: Any changes you nmake to the User List, such as adding or
deleting users, will affect the AppleShare Users & Groups Data File.

Any changes that you nake to a User information wi ndow, such as changi ng
the I ogin name or password, also affects the Appl eShare Users & G oups Data
File.

| MPORTANT: Si nce Appl eShare Admin and Renpte Access Manager use the sane
user database, you cannot run both applications at the sane tine. However,
if you |l ock the Renpte Access Manager, you can run the Appl eShare Adnin
application. To l|ock the Rennte Access Manager, choose Lock Server Manager
fromthe Server menu.
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
