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I ntroduction

The di sk provided with this Application Note contains a patch program for use
with version 3.1d of Mcrosoft Mil for AppleTalk Networks. This patch program
fixes a conpatibility problemthat exists between Renpte Server Connection and
Appl e Renbte Access (ARA) version 2.0. In order to use Renpte Server Connection
with ARA 2.0, you nust run the patch programto update the Mail server.

NOTE: |If you do not plan to use Renpbte Server Connection with ARA 2.0, this
patch is not necessary. No other changes to the Mail Server are made by this
pat ch.

Runni ng the Patch Program

This patch was designed to update version 3.1d of the Mail server. If you have
an earlier version of Mail, you rmust upgrade to 3.1d before you run this patch.

1) Wiile holding dowmm the Mkey, restart the Mail server.
NOTE: This prevents the Mail server from |l oadi ng.
2) Insert the enclosed MMLO48 di sk in your floppy disk drive.

3) If you are running your server as an Application, double-click the Mail 3.1d
Application Patch icon. If your server is running as an INIT, double-click the



Mail 3.1d INIT Patch icon.
NOTE: The default for the Mail server is to run as an INIT. If you have not
converted your server to an Application using Mail Tools, then it is running as

an I NIT.

4) Read the information displayed and click OK

5) When you are pronpted to "Please Locate the Mcrosoft Miil Server," sel ect
the Mail server and choose Patch. The patch will run and update the Mail server.
It will not affect any other parts of the server or the Mcrosoft Miil Data

file.
6) Restart the Macintosh to enable the Mail server.

NOTE: Al t hough this patch addresses conpatibility issues with ARA 2.0, version
3.1d of Mail for AppleTal k Networks is not designed to take advantage of the new
Di al Assist feature in ARA 2.0. Any additional information entered in the

Di al Assi st Control Panel will be ignored when Renote Server Connection connects
to a renote site.
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
