This nodem has a
permanently attached cable with a DIN-8 connector for a Macintosh computer's
serial port, however, this pre-attached nodemcable will not attach to the ARA
Serial Card and RS-232 Cable's DB-25 connectors. | have searched for an adapter
that will connect the DB-25 plug to the DIN-8 plug (a DB-25 socket to DIN-8
socket adapter), and despite being told that any el ectronics store should have
one, | have found none. Do you know of such an adapter?
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Essentially, the TelePort Platinumnodemw |l not work with an ARA Serial Card
and RS-232 Cable, as you have di scovered. The cabl e supplies four RS-232 Ports
usi ng DB-25 plug connectors. The nodem has a captive cable which ends in a DIN-8
pl ug connect or.

A socket DIN-8 "in" cable nmounting configuration is rare in the United States.
The conpany that inmports this connector into the United States, HB Associ ates at
510-487-3933, reports that no major United States conpani es purchase the plug
cabl e connector. They can order one for you fromone of the DIN-8 conmponent
manuf act urers.

However, you will still have to determnine the pinouts of the adapter cable, and
wire the adaptor yourself, which is not recomended unless you are famliar with
this process.

Appl e's recommendation is to reconsider using the Tel ePort Pl ati num nodemwi th
the ARA Serial Card and RS-232 Cable. If you need nultiple port access, you
shoul d find another nodemthat either supports DB-25 connectors, or does not use
a captive cable with a DIN-8 connector. |If you nust use the TelePort Pl ati num
nodem you nay be able to use the nodem port in the Macintosh conmputer, or try
another multiple port card or cable.
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
